· Ken Koningsmark gave an excellent summary of what it took to get where we are today.
· Dave Kimmett gave a superb update on the Grand Ridge Park Plan. 

· Benj Wadsworth spoke about how KC working lands operate.
· Sally King gave an engaging talk on PBRS and the Managed Forest programs. 

· Erik Steffens gave a short and sweet talk on CLC conservation options. 

· Sally and I reviewed other stewardship tools and resources available.
The results:

· 37 people showed up, a great many were new faces

· 25 properties were identified on our map as belonging to people in the room 
· 23 properties totaling 113 acres enrolled 84 acres in the PBRS program

· At least 3 restoration projects are being planned in 3 neighborhoods
Raised issues: Law enforcement on County Land, fire danger, dumping 

Hot interest areas: PBRS, park volunteering, fire safety, wildlife, restoration 

The room was still pretty full 15 min after official meeting end and after library staff had to kick us out of the room conversations continued outside. It was a very exciting and energizing night.
