Natives help keep our water and streams 

clean and healthy. Native plants bring 

benefits to both Northwest landowners 

and wildlife. They control erosion by 

holding the soil with roots; reduce 

flooding by slowing water runoff; and clean our water 

by filtering out sediment and pollutants before water 

reaches lakes and streams. Northwest fish and wildlife 

depend on native plants for food, shelter, and cover. 

Once established, native plants in the right place 

require little maintenance and is healthy for kids, pets 

and our environment.
