Then we all walk around each property
answering questions about wildlife habitat, fire danger,
forest health, water problems, livestock management
and stewardship tax incentive.

A King County Corrections Tale
Where did all the Scotch Broom go?

Another Success Story!

If you drive up and down the Issaquah -Fall City Road and Duthie

Hill Road/292nd to HWY 202, you might notice a little less yellow this

spring. Scotch Broom, also known as Cytisus scoparius, is an invasive plant

with yellow blossoms choking roadsides across Washington State. Scotch
Broom forms dense stands, crowding out native species, destroying wildlife

habitat, and triggering Spring hay fever for many allergy sufferers.

Thanks to the Community Work Program (CWP), we now have significantly
less broom on the Plateau. CWP is a component of King County Community
Corrections that allows low  -risk offenders (typically those with too many
traffic tickets) to work on public work projects. Crews are supervised by
County employees trained in both offender management and landscape
maintenance.  Work involves landscape maintenance, roadside vegetation
control, noxious weed removal, and habitat restoration equipped with hand
and power tools, and trailers for hauling debris. Offenders who work in the CWP can develop job -readiness
and basic life skills by learning to report to a job on a regular basis and take direction from crew

supervisors. CWP saves jail costs by reducing incarceration while positively contributing to the community.

The cost of a crew is currently $602 per day and the County is seeking new customers to provide work for

this rapidly expanding program. Another option for landowners working on invasive plant removal on
private or nearby public property is to utilize SIA  Grant funds. Please e -mail PRKC for more information at
info@prkc.org.
