  King Countyôs Linda Vane  has been working hard to setup the Stewardship in Action  

  (SiA)Landowner Grant Program. The grants offered to landowners support voluntary  

  efforts to conserve fish and wildlife habitats, improve forest health and reduce   

  impacts of livestock on creeks.   

 

Grant assistance includes:  

¶ Reimbursement for 50 -90% of materials plus hired labor costs up to $5000.  

¶ Free labor for habitat restoration near waterways including site prep and planting.  

¶ Free project planning/site design tech assistance.  

All rural residents of Patterson Creek and Raging River basins are eligible to apply.  Priority will be given to 

projects that are:  

1.  On private property,  

2.  Located near streams,  

3.  Have multiple neighbors participating
